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Hawaiian Alphabet Flash Cards 
These flash cards can be printed on standard paper, however, a stiffer paper such as ‘Cardstock’ works 

better. Cardstock may be purchased at any office store or print shop. 

 

Directions: If your printer is capable of printing double-sided pages, go to File, select Print and make 

sure the box that says ‘Collate’ is checked. Print pages 3-8. Cut along the solid lines. 

 

If your printer is not capable of printing double-sided pages you can print page 3, manually flip over the 

printed page, feed it back into the printer, and then print page 4. Depending on the specific nature your 

printer you may have turn the page upside down as well. Repeat this process for the rest of the 

document. Cut along the solid lines. 

 

As an alternative to this method you could print pages 3-8 and then use a copy machine that is capable 

of making double-sided copies. This will also ensure that the boxes on both sides of the page will line up 

properly. 

 

If this is too complicated, or if you cannot manage to find a stiff paper, you could always print out pages 

3-8, cut along the solid lines, and then paste the pieces to the fronts and backs of note cards. 
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
